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Policies and Procedures
Be Responsible, Be Safe, Have Fun!

Snap, a private nonprofit organization funds & facilitates programs as a way to
enhance and increase life skills for adults with developmental disabilities in the
Clallam community. As part of any program Snap has policies and procedures in
place so that everyone will be safe and operate within the constraints of insur-
ance coverage.

Participants

Most classes are for Adults 18 years and older only. Designated classes for youth are listed.
No alcohol, illegal drugs, or weapons are allowed.

Participants must have rides to and from classes. Snap will not provide any transportation
unless listed as part of the program (like a field trip etc.). Participants must have their own
ride home. Snap staff are not permitted to give rides to or from classes/activities unless pre
-arranged and approved. If a participant does not have a ride home then program staff will
call their residence for assistance.

If a participant need assistance with feeding or toileting, Snap staff will not able be able
assist. Care providers should accompany participant and are welcome free for activities. We
are unable to provide direct care.

Level 3 sexual predators must have a chaperone.

Participants who violate house rules or are disruptive to the fun and safety of the event may
be given a warning, asked not to come back, or be suspended. This determination is made by
the Executive Director only. Staff must contact the Executive Director to let them know the
situation and then a consequence will be determined if necessary. If a participant is
suspended it must be put into an incident report and designated for the length of time the
person is suspended. Snap staff will contact participants family/guardian/residence service.

Once participants arrive at a class/activity they should remain at the class until pick up. Snap
will not be responsible for anyone leaving prior to the end of class.

Care providers are responsible for all care of their clients. Snap staff may only assist as
asked and if it is appropriate.

All participants must have an emergency contact and registration information form on file at
our office. This form must be updated as information is changed and at the beginning of a
new quarter.

If a participant becomes ill during class-Snap will call the residence/emergency contact for
an early pick up.
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Who can attend Snap classes & activities?

Snap classes and activities are open to everyone in the
Clallam Community. If you are new to Snap you are
welcome to visit a class or meet with one of our staff. Pre
-registration at each quarter is REQUIRED for each
class. Our programs are subsidized 76% through donors
and fundraising. Fees for classes must be pre-paid at the
beginning of the quarter. Scholarships & payment plans
may be arranged with Jenell DeMatteo, Executive

Director.
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At the beginning of each quarter each class will decide “their” house rules for the
quarter. Snap's philosophy is to support people to be independent and be account-
